RULES

e Mercy Rule: 10 runs after 3.5 or 4 innings

e Must bat entire lineup - Ever player must play AT LEAST 3 innings in
the field

e Headfirst slides are permitted at all age levels except at home plate
o Penalty for headfirst slide at home = Runner out

e To view the SIYBS handbook/Rulebook for an in depth look at
rules/policies/procedures, please click HERE

e Base & Pitching Distance
o 10U: Base Length - 60ft, Pitching Distance - 46tt(no mounds)
